· In order to add and subtract fractions you must have a common denominator.

· To find a common denominator you must find the least common multiple of the two denominators.

· Then, you create two equivalent fractions that have the common denominator.  In order to change the fraction you multiply the top number, the numerator, and the bottom number, the denominator, by the same number.

· Rewrite your equation with your equivalent fractions. 

· Add OR subtract the numerators, keep the denominator the same

· Simplify if possible by dividing the numerator and the denominator by their greatest common factor; IF the GCF of the numerator and denominator is 1, then the fraction is already in simplest form
